Summary

· Vulnerability: Luna’s staunch opposition to compromise bills has triggered criticism from Democrats who allege that her votes risk stripping health care access and food assistance from vulnerable families, and she has faced attacks for voting against budget bills that included disaster relief (DCCC, Tampa Bay Times).
