Summary

· As a member of the House Appropriations Committee, Hinson has supported single-subject, conservative spending bills, opposed increased deficits, and worked to avoid government shutdowns by backing short-term funding measures while criticizing the federal budgeting process as broken (Globe Gazette, 9/7/23; Gazette, 9/27/23).
· Hinson has opposed major Democratic spending bills including the American Rescue Plan, Build Back Better, and the Inflation Reduction Act, and voted against the Bipartisan Infrastructure Law—though she advocated for securing targeted federal funding for district projects after their passage (Globe Gazette, 8/13/24; Waterloo-Cedar Falls Courier, 10/24/22).
· Hinson’s fiscal approach and voting record have drawn criticism from political opponents and some constituents, who argue her votes have sometimes contradicted her rhetoric against federal spending, and that she has taken credit for projects funded by legislation she opposed (Gazette, 10/20/24; Globe Gazette, 10/21/24).
· She strongly supports Social Security and has repeatedly stated her opposition to benefit cuts or raising the retirement age, even as debates on federal budgets and entitlement reforms have continued within her party (Globe Gazette, 3/22/24; Manchester Press, 1/10/24).
