· Consistent with her background in journalism and broadcasting, Hinson emphasizes the importance of transparency and regular communication, holding weekly press calls and inviting unfiltered public questions at town halls (Telegraph Herald, Globe Gazette).
· She has received both praise and criticism for her approach—supporters highlight her accessibility and bipartisanship, while critics sometimes challenge her willingness to directly debate difficult issues and note selective attendance at debates or meetings (Globe Gazette, Gazette, Bleeding Heartland).
