Summary

· Hinson has led and supported efforts to reduce remote work among federal employees, calling unused federal office space a waste, tying telework to delays in government services, and backing the SHOW UP Act to restrict telework to pre-pandemic levels (Waterloo-Cedar Falls Courier; Gazette).
· As an appropriator, Hinson has targeted federal agency spending, supporting budget cuts to agencies like the EPA, IRS, and Department of Housing and Urban Development, especially when audits revealed waste, such as thousands of unused software licenses at HUD (Waterloo-Cedar Falls Courier; Muscatine Journal).
· Potential vulnerability: Hinson’s strong push to curtail telework and cut agency funding could impact federal service delivery and agency morale, as critics warn that drastic personnel or policy changes may have unintended consequences for public access and federal recruitment.
