2022: Fitzpatrick Voted Against Amendments That Would Remove Provisions From The America COMPETE Act, Including The Expansion Of Defense Production Act Authorities Regarding Emergency Medical Supplies During The COVID-19 Pandemic. In February 2022, according to Congressional Quarterly, Fitzpatrick voted against en bloc amendments no. 3 to the America COMPETES Act, which would “strike from the bill […] a section expanding Defense Production Act authorities with respect to emergency medical supplies during the COVID-19 health emergency period.” The vote was on the adoption of amendments. The House rejected the en bloc amendments by a vote of 204-225. [House Vote 20, 2/3/22; Congressional Quarterly, 2/3/22; Congressional Actions, H.Amdt. 160; Congressional Actions, H.R. 4521]
