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2024: Fitzpatrick Voted To Extend The Authorization Of $2 Million Annually Through 2030 For Holocaust Memorial Museum Education Efforts. In December 2024, Fitzpatrick voted for , according to Congressional Quarterly, “the bill that would extend the authorization of $2 million annually through fiscal 2030 to fund the Holocaust Memorial Museum’s efforts to support education and training programs and activities related to the lessons of the Holocaust.
