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2024: Fitzpatrick Voted Against Reducing Funding For The Appalachian Regional Commission. In July 2024, Fitzpatrick voted against , according to Congressional Quarterly, “amendment no. 45 that would reduce funding for the Appalachian Regional Commission by $35 million and transfer the savings to the Spending Reduction Account.” The vote was on the amendment. The underlying legislation was the FY 2025 Energy-Water appropriations. The House rejected the amendment by a vote of 115 to 305.
