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2022: Fitzpatrick Voted For An Amendment That Reallocated $1 Million To The Bureau Of Ocean Energy Management’s Office Of Renewable Energy Programs To Support Energy Development. In July 2022, according to Congressional Quarterly, Fitzpatrick voted for en bloc amendments no. 5 to the Transportation, Housing and Urban Development, and Related Agencies Appropriations Act, 2023, which would, in part, “reallocate $1 million to the Bureau of Ocean Energy Management, intended for the Office of Renewable Energy Programs to support wind energy development.” The vote was on the adoption of amendments.
