In June 2024, Fitzpatrick voted against , according to Congressional Quarterly, “amendment no. 36 that would reduce migration and refugee assistance funding by $500 million and increase by the same amount funding for international narcotics control and law enforcement.” The vote was on the amendment. The underlying legislation was the FY 2025 State-Foreign Operations Appropriations. The House adopted the amendment by a vote of 213 to 199.
