In July 2024, Fitzpatrick voted against , according to Congressional Quarterly, “amendment no. 45 that would prohibit the use of funds provided by the bill for the U.S. Board on Geographic Names.” The vote was on the amendment. The underlying legislation was the FY 2025 Interior-Environment appropriations. The House rejected the amendment by a vote of 174 to 239.
