Overview
Buddy Carter was an out-of-touch anti-abortion extremist who condemned the Supreme Court for upholding abortion pill access and attempted to block Planned Parenthood's federal funding. Carter previously led letters to the FDA, calling on the administration to restrict abortion pill access, and proposed legislation to codify pharmacists’ right to deny care to patients with abortion pill prescriptions.
Carter celebrated the overturning of Roe v. Wade, annually, and in Congress, Carter repeatedly backed “born-alive” legislation and supported a federal ban on abortions “20 weeks or more after conception.”
Carter supported fetal personhood, claimed abortion was “not health care,” and endorsed Georgia’s extreme ‘heartbeat bill.’ He supported opt-outs to allow medical professionals to refuse reproductive health care and voted to require parental abortion notifications regarding minors.
Carter claimed abortion was “murder,” that anti-abortion legislation “saved 2.5 million lives,” and voted to expand the definition of “feticide” to include any stage of pregnancy.
Carter Sought To Limit Abortion Pill Access
2023: Carter Decried The Supreme Court’s Decision To Uphold Mifepristone’s FDA Approval
Carter Was “Disappointed” With The Court’s Ruling And Claimed That The “Abortion-On-Demand Agenda Took Precedence Over Human Rights And The Integrity Of Our Health Care System.” Congressman Buddy Carter tweeted, “I am disappointed by today’s #SCOTUS ruling. We must continue to fight for the rights of the unborn and mothers, who are both endangered by the unsupervised use of Mifepristone for chemical abortions. Life at every stage is precious. 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· April 2023: The Supreme Court Issued A Stay On The Texas Federal District Court’s Ruling Revoking Mifepristone’s FDA Approval Before They Dismissed The Case In June 2024. According to the Johns Hopkins, Bloomberg School of Public Health, “In November 2022, a group of anti-abortion medical professionals known as The Alliance for Hippocratic Medicine sued the FDA in a Texas federal district court over its approval in 2000 of the abortion drug mifepristone and actions to expand access to the drug. In early April 2023, the judge in that case ruled in agreement with the challengers and issued a preliminary injunction suspending the FDA’s approval of mifepristone and effectively halting its availability nationwide. Later that month, the U.S. Supreme Court issued a temporary order that allowed mifepristone to remain available for the duration of the appeals process. SCOTUS heard arguments in the case—FDA v. Alliance for Hippocratic Medicine—in March 2024 and issued their decision on June 13. In a unanimous opinion, SCOTUS dismissed the case on the basis that the plaintiffs who initiated the case did not have the necessary legal standing to bring this challenge in federal court in the first place.” [Johns Hopkins, Bloomberg School of Public Health, 7/3/24]
2023: Carter Led A Letter To The FDA Calling On The Administration To Restrict Abortion Pill Access
Carter Claimed That Greater Access To Mifepristone Posed “Significant Health Risks For Pregnant Women” And Declared That Expanded Access Would “Turn Many Post Offices And Pharmacies Into Abortion Clinics.” According to a press release from Representative Buddy Carter, “Earl L. ‘Buddy’ Carter (R-GA) today led a letter to the Food and Drug Administration (FDA), alongside 24 Republican members of Congress, calling on the administration to safeguard women and children’s health by rescinding its dangerous, problematic abortion pill regulations. The letter comes after FDA Commissioner Califf modified the Risk Evaluation and Mitigation Strategy (REMS) for mifepristone, allowing greater access to a drug used for elective chemical abortions. In the letter, the Members write: ‘In addition to killing her unborn baby, consuming mifepristone poses significant health risks for pregnant women…the FDA has sacrificed important safeguards against potential misuse and harm, jeopardizing the safety of patients.’ The Members continue: ‘Modifying the REMS to remove the in-person dispensing requirement will turn many post offices and pharmacies into abortion clinics. It is not in the best interest of patients, including the mother and unborn child. 2022: Carter Introduced Legislation Codifying Pharmacists’ Right To Deny Care To Patients With Abortion Pill Prescriptions 
Carter Claimed That His Legislation Would “Protect Pharmacists' Conscience Rights When Choosing Whether To Fill Prescriptions For Elective Abortions.” According to a press release from Representative Buddy Carter, “Rep. Earl L. ‘Buddy’ Carter (R-GA), a pharmacist by trade, introduced a bill today alongside Reps. Diana Harshbarger (R-TN) and Blake Moore (R-UT) to protect pharmacists' conscience rights when choosing whether to fill prescriptions for elective abortions. The Pharmacist Conscience Protection Act, co-sponsored by 26 House Republicans, comes after the Department of Health and Human Services (HHS) issued guidance warning pharmacists that they may be in violation of federal civil rights laws if they do not fill such prescriptions. ‘Your first amendment rights don’t go away when you put on a white coat,’ said Rep. Carter. ‘This legislation will ensure that pharmacists are able to make the medical decisions that are best for the health of the mother, the life of the child, and the integrity of their practice without threats from non-medically trained bureaucrats. Carter Backed State-Level Legislation To Ban Abortion Coverage For State Run Health Insurance Plans
2014: Carter Voted To Ban Coverage Of Abortions Under State Run Health Insurance Plans. In March 2014, Carter cosponsored and voted for Senate Bill 98. The bill, according to the Augusta Chronicle, “would ban coverage of abortion services in health insurance plans offered by the state and by the federal health insurance exchange, according to the bill's sponsor, Sen. Judson Hill, R-Marietta. He said the goal is to prevent the use of state and federal taxes to pay for abortions. Deal last year worked with DCH to eliminate coverage of abortion in the state employee health plan. SB 98 would codify the ban, Hill said. Georgia, like a number of other states, has opted to let the federal government run its exchange under the ACA. Individuals who sign up for coverage are eligible for federal subsidies. Carter Backed State-Level Legislation Mandating Pre-Abortion Ultrasounds And A 24-Hour Waiting Period
2007: Carter Voted To Require Abortion Providers To Conduct Ultrasounds On Patients Prior To Performing An Abortion And Give The Opportunity To The Patient To View The Ultrasound. In April 2007, Carter voted for House Bill 147. The bill, according to the Georgia Legislature, “require[d] physicians or other qualified agents to require that pregnant females undergo an ultrasound or sonogram prior to having an abortion. [...] The woman shall at the conclusion of the ultrasound be offered the opportunity to  view the fetal image and hear the fetal heartbeat.” The House passed the bill by a vote of 110 to 47 and it was ultimately signed into law. In March 2005, Carter voted for House Bill 197. The bill, according to the Atlanta Journal-Constitution, “would require physicians to offer women seeking an abortion information on the medical risks associated with abortion, the probable gestational age of the fetus, fetal pain, and alternatives to abortion, including adoption.
