2014: Schweikert Voted To Create A Commission To Study The Potential Creation Of A National Women’s History Museum. In May 2014, Schweikert voted for legislation that would have, according to Congressional Quarterly, “create[d] a commission to study the possible establishment and maintenance of a National Women's History Museum in Washington, D.C.” The vote was on a motion to suspend the rules and pass the bill. The House agreed to the motion and passed the bill by a vote of 383 to 33. The Senate took no substantive action on the legislation.
