Dooley Endangered Georgians’ Health Care
· Dooley mocked the Affordable Care Act’s enhanced premium subsidies as “a mess” and “band-aids on bullet holes;” he opposed their extension.  An estimated 460,000 Georgians could lose their health insurance without the subsidies and Georgians expected their health care premiums to more than double.
· Dooley was a do-nothing on reproductive freedom and wanted to “stay out of” the fight for reproductive health care if elected to the Senate. He didn’t care that Georgia’s heartbeat law threatened women’s lives and he praised the Supreme Court’s overturning Roe v. Wade.
Message: Dooley  would not protect Georgians and was prepared to let their health care prices skyrocket.
Dooley Supported The “Big Beautiful Bill” Which Harmed Georgians And The Georgia Economy
· Dooley supported Trump’s ‘Big Beautiful Bill’ and claimed it was “a huge win for families across Georgia.” The ‘Big Beautiful Bill’ was estimated to kick 17 million Americans off their health insurance, including nearly 12 million Americans who rely on Medicaid and more than 500,000 Georgians.
Message: Dooley was ready to betray Georgia and take health care away from Georgians all to fund billionaire tax breaks.
Dooley Cheered For Trump’s Tariffs And Dismissed Georgians’ Pain
· Dooley praised Trump’s tariffs and minimized Georgians’ economic suffering. Tariffs slammed Georgians with increased housing costs and grocery bills and constricted activity at Georgia’s ports.
Message: Dooley backed Trump’s tariffs and trade wars to crush Georgia small businesses and ensure Georgians will pay more for groceries and housing.
Dooley Stood By While Trump Attacked Social Security And Fired Hard-Working Georgians
· Dooley supported “every bit” of DOGE and downplayed federal layoffs after DOGE resulted in $815 million in federal funding cuts to Georgia nonprofits and organizations and fired over 2,300 CDC employees in Atlanta. DOGE-driven cuts and downsizing were affecting the federal government’s ability to deliver services to seniors. More than 1.56 million Georgians  relied on Social Security benefits and DOGE closed five of Georgia’s local SSA offices. 
Message: While Social Security lines grew and Georgia workers were laid off, Carter didn’t help them.
Dooley Lived Off Taxpayers While He Criticized Government Spending 
· Dooley bemoaned government spending but lived off taxpayers and collected over $14.6 million from public universities while coaching.
Message: Dooley was a do-nothing hypocrite who raked in millions by failing upwards in taxpayer-funded coaching gigs.
Dooley Was A Nepo Baby Who Couldn’t Hold A Job
· Dooley admitted that his last name was the sole reason for his hiring at the University of Georgia, Southern Methodist University, and the University of Tennessee. 
· Dooley was repeatedly fired from coaching jobs he failed at and sued the University of Missouri when they terminated his contract early after a losing season. 
Message: Dooley was a sore loser who couldn’t hold a job, even when it was handed to him by his famous father. 
Dooley Had An Awful Demeanor And Was Broadly Unpopular
· Dooley had a “tense relationship” with former players at the University of Tennessee and players he coached thought Dooley “needs his spoiled ass whooped.” Dooley had a violent streak on the sidelines and cracked under pressure at Louisiana Tech.
· Dooley was a “laughingstock” as Tennessee head coach and was included on CBS Sports’ “25 worst coaching hires this century.” Sports reporters thought Dooley was short-tempered and “wasn’t good at relationships.”
· Georgians were weary of Dooley’s candidacy and his home county’s GOP chairman planned to “take a pass on Derek Dooley.” Attendees at Dooley’s events were unimpressed with the candidate and Atlanta-area Tennessee fans were confused by his entrance to the Senate race.
Message: Dooley was a perpetual loser who was unpopular wherever he went.
Dooley Said Dumb Things And Touted His Shaky Historical Knowledge
· Dooley infamously compared his Tennessee Volunteers to the Germans in World War II and misquoted Winston Churchill in an impromptu history lecture. Dooley later defended his WWII analogy and ignored the nazi implications.
· In 2016, Dooley, whose only accomplishment was to be born the son of famous University of Georgia football coach Vince Dooley, declined to root for Georgia football after his brief, and failed, tenure at Tennessee. 
Message: Dooley loved to pretend he was the smartest person in the room and only removed the silver spoon from his mouth to replace it with a foot.
Dooley Couldn’t Be Bothered To Vote
· Dooley did not vote in the 2016 nor 2020 elections while registered in Texas and New York, respectively, never donated to Trump or any Trump affiliates, and was now registered to vote in Georgia without party affiliation. Dooley claimed he was too busy to vote and struggled to defend his low propensity voting.
Message: Dooley asked for Georgians votes but couldn’t be bothered to vote for over a decade.
