Summary
· Jeff Hurd is a Grand Junction-based attorney who became a first-time candidate and won election to the U.S. House of Representatives for Colorado’s 3rd Congressional District in 2024, succeeding Lauren Boebert (Colorado Politics; Durango Herald).
· Prior to his congressional career, Hurd was chief counsel for the Delta-Montrose Electric Association and was noted for his legal experience and community involvement in western Colorado (Steamboat Pilot & Today).
· Hurd is a Colorado native, raised and residing in Grand Junction with his family, identifying himself as a “citizen legislator” rather than a career politician (Alamosa News; Journal-Advocate).
· Upon taking office in January 2025, Hurd was assigned to three key House committees: Natural Resources; Transportation and Infrastructure; and Science, Space, and Technology (Montrose Daily Press).
· Hurd is generally described as a mainstream Republican with traditional and “constitutional conservative” values, emphasizing relationship-building, pragmatism, and effective constituent service (Fort Morgan Times; Colorado Politics).
· Some criticisms and potential vulnerabilities include perceptions of low campaign visibility, limited in-person engagement with constituents, and allegations of unresponsiveness from his office and staff (Durango Herald; Montrose Daily Press).
