Overview
Ciscomani was a threat to women’s reproductive freedom. In April 2024, in response to an 1864 near-total abortion ban going into effect in Arizona, Ciscomani expressed support for the 15-week abortion ban more recently passed by the Arizona legislature.
In congress, Ciscomani has repeatedly voted against protecting reproductive rights, including against protecting service members’ right to travel to access reproductive care and to restrict access to mifepristone.
In 2022, Ciscomani ran as a “pro life” candidate and advocated for restricting access to abortion care for Arizonans. Ciscomani celebrated the overturning of Roe v. Wade. When he worked in Governor Doug Ducey’s office, Ciscomani was responsible for helping appoint anti-abortion state supreme court justices.
In 2008, Ciscomani campaigned on stripping Arizonans of reproductive health care. While running for state house, Ciscomani said he was a “pro-life candidate” and was endorsed by anti-abortion groups, like Arizona Right to Life. Before getting elected to congress, Ciscomani also shared graphic anti-abortion messaging and images on his personal social media platforms.

Ciscomani Voted Against Protecting Service Members’ Right To Travel To Access Reproductive Care
Ciscomani Voted To Block The Defense Department From Reimbursing Members Of The Military For Traveling To Receive Abortion Care. According to the Tucson Sentinel, “Ciscomani also voted in favor of HR 2670 and several similar pieces of legislation that would have blocked the Defense Department from paying for or reimbursing expenses for members of the U.S. military or their family members who have to travel to different states to seek abortion care if they cannot access those services in the state where they are stationed.” [Tucson Sentinel, 10/1/24]
· 2024: Ciscomani Voted To Prohibit The Defense Department From Paying Or Reimbursing Abortion-Related Costs. In June 2024, Ciscomani voted for , according to Congressional Quarterly, “amendment no. 55 that would prohibit the Defense Department from paying for or reimbursing certain expenses relating to abortion services.” The vote was on the amendment. The underlying legislation was the FY 2025 National Defense Authorization Act. The House adopted the amendment by a vote of 214 to 207. [House Vote 263, 6/13/24; Congressional Quarterly, 6/13/24; Congressional Actions, H.Amdt.989; Congressional Actions, H.R. 8070]
2023: Ciscomani Effectively Voted To Repeal A 2022 Memorandum Regarding Traveling For Reproductive Care. In September 2023, according to Congressional Quarterly, Ciscomani voted against the “motion to instruct conferees on the part of the House to disagree to section 716, which would repeal an October 2022 Defense Department memorandum concerning traveling for reproductive health care.” The vote was on a motion to instruct conferees. The House rejected the motion by a vote of 205 to 214. [House Vote 400, 9/20/23; Congressional Quarterly, 9/20/23; Congressional Actions, H.R. 2670]
· The 2022 Memorandum Ensured Service Members And Their Families Access To Reproductive Care. According to the Congressional Research Service, “On October 20, 2022, the Secretary of Defense issued a memorandum directing actions to ensure that servicemembers and their families ‘can access reproductive health care and [DOD] health care providers can operate effectively.’ The memo directed the department to establish travel and transportation allowances for servicemembers and their dependents to obtain noncovered reproductive health care that is unavailable in the ‘local area of a Service member’s permanent duty station,’ and establish a reimbursement program to assist a DOD health care provider with obtaining a professional license in another state ‘in order to support the performance of their official duties.’ Section 716 would repeal the October 20, 2022, DOD memorandum and prohibit DOD from using funds to implement the memorandum or a potential successor memorandum. The provision would also amend 10 U.S.C. §1093 to prohibit the Secretary of Defense from paying for or reimbursing fees or expenses for DOD health care providers to obtain a health care license in a state for the purpose of providing abortion services.” [Congressional Research Service, 9/6/23]
2023: Ciscomani Voted To Repeal A 2022 Defense Department Policy Regarding Reproductive Health Care And Prohibit The DoD From Paying For Abortion Services. In July 2023, according to Congressional Quarterly, Ciscomani voted for the National Defense Authorization Act for Fiscal Year 2024, which would “repeal a 2022 Defense Department memorandum regarding access to reproductive health care and prohibit the department from paying for or reimbursing expenses relating to abortion services.” The vote was on passage. The House passed the bill by a vote of 219 to 210, thus the bill was sent to the Senate. [House Vote 328, 7/14/23; Congressional Quarterly, 7/14/23; Congressional Actions, H.R. 2670]
· The Provision Of The FY 2024 NDAA Would Reverse A DoD Policy That Reimburses Expenses For Military Members Who Traveled For Abortion Services. According to Reuters, “The House voted 221 to 213 for an amendment that would reverse the Defense Department’s policy of reimbursing expenses for service members who travel to obtain an abortion.” [Reuters, 7/14/23]
· The Abortion Reimbursement Policy Sought To Help Military Members In Need Of Abortion Services Who Were Stationed In States With Abortion Bans. According to Reuters, “The Pentagon travel reimbursement policy is aimed at helping those in the military or family members who are seeking an abortion but stationed in states that have outlawed it.” [Reuters, 7/14/23]
Ciscomani Voted To Restrict Access To Mifepristone
Ciscomani Supported A Funding Bill That Included A Provision To Revoke An FDA Ruling That Allowed For Mail Distribution Of Mifepristone, Which Was Used For Abortions. According to the Arizona Republic, “Rep. Juan Ciscomani has long been adamant that abortion is a state’s rights issue, rather than a federal issue. Now, he’s changing his stance in what he’s touting as an effort to avoid a government shutdown. […] One bill that is still on the floor appropriates funding for the Department of Agriculture, the Department of Rural Development, the Food and Drug Administration and related agencies. As with other appropriation bills, the Republican majority has taken opportunities to slide social priorities into the bill, including one that limits abortion access.  Located on page 107 of the 113-page bill, the provision nullifies a previous FDA ruling that allowed for the by-mail distribution of mifepristone, a medication used for abortions. Politico reported last week that a group of 12 ‘moderate Republicans’ are refusing to support the bill unless the provision is removed, and Ciscomani isn’t one of them. Ciscomani voted to pass the bill out of committee because of how much the overall package could help his district, despite it contradicting his ideal that abortion is a state issue, a House GOP staff member said.” [Arizona Republic, 8/5/23]
Ciscomani Voted For A Bill That Restricted Distribution Of Mifepristone By Mail Despite Claiming Abortion Was An Issue For The States And Not The Federal Government. According to 19th News, “He has long characterized abortion as an issue for the states and not the federal government but as a member of the House Appropriations Committee backed banning the distribution of mifepristone by mail. The provision was not included in the final bill over the objections of moderate Republicans.” [19th News, 10/7/24]

All Four Justices Who Voted To Reinstate Arizona’s 1864 Abortion Ban Were Appointed When Ciscomani Worked For Former Governor Ducey, Where He Was Tasked With Vetting Judicial Nominees. According to the Copper Courier, “Prior to elected public service, Ciscomani worked as a high-level advisor in former Gov. Doug Ducey’s administration for nearly a decade, meeting with him weekly and one of four staffers tasked with vetting judicial nominees before the judges were reviewed by the governor. All four of the justices who voted to reinstate the 1864 ban were appointed while Ciscomani worked in this capacity. A fifth sitting justice, Bill Montgomery, was also appointed by Ducey but recused himself from the abortion ban ruling because his extreme bias against abortion healthcare was made public.” [Copper Courier, 5/9/24]
· Part Of Former Arizona Governor Ducey’s Process For Vetting Potential Judicial Nominees Included A Meeting With Ciscomani. According to the Arizona Capitol Times, “The Ninth Floor’s vetting process for judicial applicants has become more stringent since Gov. Doug Ducey took office in January.  Ducey has added several new layers to the selection process for trial court and appellate court judges and Arizona Supreme Court justices, taking a more hands-on approach that gives his office significantly more engagement. […] Applicants must interview with members of the governor’s staff, including some with legal backgrounds, before they sit down with the governor himself. Liburdi said the staff interviews include different questions than the ones the governor is likely to ask, such as substantive legal questions and candidates’ positions on issues such as separation of powers and rulemaking.  Applicants typically meet with Liburdi; his deputy, Kate King; health care adviser Christina Corieri; and Juan Ciscomani, who runs Ducey’s southern Arizona office and is a former member of the commission that selects candidates for Pima County Superior Court.” [Arizona Capitol Times, 10/23/15] 
· October 2016: Ciscomani Posted On Facebook That He Was Part Of Former Governor Ducey’s Team That Interviewed Potential Judicial Candidates Before They Met With The Governor. According to the Copper Courier, “One of the justices who were vetted and appointed after the court was expanded—John Lopez IV in December 2016—joined King in the decision to reinstate the total abortion ban, as did fellow Ducey appointees Clint Bolick and James Beene.  ‘I have the privilege of being part of the Governor’s team who interviews judicial candidates before they meet with him,’ Ciscomani said in an October 2016 Facebook post. ‘We met with 7 outstanding candidates for the AZ Supreme Court. I’m in that room because of Governor Ducey’s commitment to have Southern AZ at the table when making key decisions that impact our state.’  ‘Thanks Juan,’ Justice Bolick replied to the post. ‘Looking forward to having two terrific new colleagues.’” [Copper Courier, 5/9/24]
