Harrigan’s Constituents Packed Into His Open House With Messages Opposing Both He And Trump; Harrigan Walked Away From The Conflict After A 10 Minute Speech. According to the Hickory Daily Record, “Around 200 people came to Appalachian State’s Hickory campus for an open house at N.C 10th Congressional District Rep. Pat Harrigan’s new office on Friday, Feb. 21. Not everyone was there to see the interior design. A few in the crowd, gathered in the atrium of the building, held signs with messages of opposition to Harrigan, a Republican, and President Donald Trump. Some booed during a prayer before Harrigan spoke. [...] He discussed ways to contact his office before inviting the public to tour the new office and walking away. Leaving the podium after around 10 minutes of speaking left some people angry. ‘Take our questions here,’ some chanted as Harrigan walked away.” [Hickory Daily Record, 2/21/25]

$2.3 Million In Federal Funding For Tobacco Prevention In North Carolina Was Terminated. According to WBTV, “In May, the official letter came: the N.C. DHHS’s federal funds designated for tobacco prevention had been terminated. That amounted to $2.3 million annually, funding much of the DHHS’s tobacco prevention branch: Herndon and eight of her staffers were furloughed, leaving just three early-career professionals with jobs.” [WBTV, 6/26/25]

DOGE Cut $11 Million For The SERVE Center At UNC Greensboro Which Researches Ways To Help Students Both In And Out Of The Classroom. According to WFMY, “One of the most significant cuts locally is hitting the SERVE Center at UNC Greensboro, which is losing over $11 million in Department of Education funding. The SERVE Center researches ways to help students thrive both in and out of the classroom. The Vice Chancellor for Research and Engagement at UNCG, Dr. Sherine Obare, says the cut will mean ‘we are no longer able to do that specific work. However, there are other programs that SERVE carries out that support K-12 schools, and we will support those schools as much as we can.’” [WFMY, 4/21/25]
